What is a Site Plan?
A Site Plan is a set of engineering plans for any commercial, industrial or multi-family development as listed in the County Code.

PERMIT FEE - $300.00

What must I provide to obtain Site Plan approval?

1. A pre-application meeting, to discuss the process and any questions  you may have, is recommended.

2. A completed Preliminary Subdivision and Site Plan Inventory Checklist provided by Planning and Zoning staff.

3. 3 sets of engineered plans, to include, at a minimum, information required by the Preliminary Subdivision and Site Plan Checklist, as well as:

· Contour intervals every 2 feet of steep slopes in excess of 15 degrees

· Floodplain data

· Erosion and Sediment Control Plan to include soil description

· Landscape Plan, to include open pace and recreational areas

· Lighting and Signage Plan

4. If applicable, features of Resource Protection Areas and Chesapeake  Bay Calculation Worksheet.

5. Please contact the Planning and Zoning Department for the fee schedule.

6. A surety bond will be required upon Site Plan Approval and prior to any Land Disturbance.

What is process for review of the application?

Site plans are reviewed administratively by Planning Staff.  This review generally includes a site visit and verification of compliance with County Codes and Ordinances.  Additionally, copies of the Site Plans will be distributed to other State and County agencies for their review, as appropriate.  Site Plan review will vary per project, but generally takes 45 to 60 days.

If the proposed Site Plans comply with all requirements, you will be notified of the conditions for final approval.

When the Site Plan receives final approval, you will receive written notification and 2 copies of the approved Plan.

What will I need to do after final approval?

Once the necessary performance surety has been posted, and you have received  2 stamped approved copies of the Plan, you will need to:

1. Obtain a Zoning Permit from the Planning and Zoning Department.

2. Obtain a Land Disturbing Permit from the Planning and Zoning Department.

3. Obtain a Building Permit from the Department of Inspections.  A Building Permit must be issued and work must commence within 180 days or the approval will become void.

4. If on-site sewage disposal facilities will be present, a septic tank permit from the Health Department must be obtained at this time.
